Owner /Operator Maintenance

Maintenance  means inspection, overhaul, repair, preservation, and the replacement
of parts, but excludes preventive maintenance

Preventive maintenance means simple or minor preservation operations and the
replacement of small standard parts not involving complex assembly operations (See
14 CFR 43 Appendix A for list)

Except for holders of a sport pilot certificate, the holder of a pilot certificate issued un-
der part 61 may perform preventive maintenance on any aircraft owned or operated by
